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Whatõs New? 
 
Changes to Handicapping System 
 
From 21 September 2011 Golf Australia will be changing the existing handicapping system. 
AUVGC will also be changing to that new system from that date. 
 
The main changes are: 
 
1. Best 8 out of 20 scores ( currently best 10 out of 20 ) will be used to calculate the handi-

caps. 

2. The óBonus for Excellenceô multiplier will be 0.93 ( previously 0.96 ). 

3. The score that can be used in the handicapping process will be capped ï 40 for men, 50 

for women ( previously no cap ). 

4. The maximum that a playersô handicap can increase ( ie go out ) in a 12 month period is 4 

( previously no maximum ). 

 
The Committee will introduce a new competition - óBest Aggregate Scoreô: 
 
¶ This competition will be run on an annual basis, for singles handicap games.   
¶ Points will be awarded for the top five place getters, irrespective of grade, at the rate of 5, 

4, 3, 2, 1.  
¶ The player with the highest number of points after the June game will be awarded the óBest 

Aggregate Scoreô Trophy.

TO MAKE CREPES. 
¶ In a bowl, using a hand held electric mixer, beat eggs until light and fluffy. 
¶ Add milk, water, flour and salt and beat until all ingredients are incorporated and batter is smooth. 
¶ Heat a 6 inch frying pan on medium heat. 
¶ Butter the pan lightly and pour about 1/4 cup of batter into the pan, swirling the pan until the batter spreads evenly 
in the pan. 
¶ Cook crepes on medium heat for about 1 minute or until lightly browned. 
¶ Bake on 1 side only, do not turn over. 
¶ Continue to cook the crepes, buttering the frying pan each time. 
¶ Place the cooked crepes on a platter and keep warm in the oven at 250ÁF. 

 
TO MAKE CHEESE FILLING. 
¶ Place the cottage cheese in a cheese cloth and squeeze out as much moisture as possible. 
¶ Transfer the cheese to a mixing bowl. 
¶ Add egg yolks, cream, salt and dill weed and mix to blend well. 
¶ Remove warmed crepes from the oven and increase oven temperature to 350ÁF. 
¶ Separate and place 1 crepe with the brown side down on a smooth surface. 
¶ Spoon about 1 heaping tablespoon of cheese filling near one edge of the crepe. 
¶ Start rolling the crepe over the filling, tuck in each side to prevent the filling from falling out, and continue to roll. 
¶ Continue to fill and roll the remaining crepes. 
¶ Place the finished nalysnyky into a lightly buttered 13 inch by 9 inch oven proof casserole dish in layers. 
¶ Dot each layer with some butter. 
¶ Bake in preheated 350 F oven for 20 minutes. 
 
Serve hot with melted butter, a dollop of sour cream or yogurt.          Makes 26     - Cmachnoho!

Crepes 
4 large eggs  
1 cup whole milk, homogenized  
6 tablespoons cold water  
1 cup all-purpose flour  
1/2 teaspoon salt  
 

 
 

Cheese filling 
2 cups cottage cheese  
2 large egg yolks  
2 tablespoons whipping cream  
1/4 teaspoon salt  
1 teaspoon chopped fresh dill weed or 1/2 teaspoon dried 
dill weed  

1/8 cup butter (for frying)  
1/4 cup butter, for dotting
