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AUVGC HANDICAPPING PROCESS 
 
I would like to communicate 
and clarify the handicapping 
process. 
 
Handicaps are meant to be 
accurate, fair, visible and 
be based on factual 
information for golfers to 
obtain maximum 
satisfaction from their 
games.   
 
Your handicapper will be 
aiming to achieve these 
objectives via the following 
procedures: 
 
1. For members that 
have a Golflink handicap, 
the + 2, - 2 rule will apply 
to that Golflink handicap;  
the premise being that the 
Golflink handicap will be 
the more accurate 
handicap. 
 
eg if a member has a 
Golflink handicap of 18 but 
an AUVGC handicap of 14, 
then his Playing Handicap 
will be      18-2=16.  The 
initial difference may have 
come about because the 
member may not have been 

playing many AUVGC 
games but many at his own 
club. 
Likewise, if a member has a 
Golflink handicap of 17 but 
an AUVGC handicap of 20 
then the Playing Handicap 
becomes 17+2=19. 
 
In other words the Playing 
Handicap can only be 2 
above or below the Golflink 
handicap, depending on 
where the member’s 
AUVGC handicap sits. 
 
2. Players with only 
AUVGC handicaps will 
simply play off these 
handicaps. 
 
The operative Golflink 
Handicap will be the 
handicap that the member 
has at time of printing of 
the Newsletter so that the 
Playing Handicaps for that 
month’s game will be the 
handicaps published in the 
Newsletter prior to the 
game.  Some members’ 
Golflink handicaps may go 
up or down in the period 
between the Newsletter and 

the game.   
For simplicity and practical 
purposes these movements 
will NOT be taken into 
consideration for that game.  
Members should use the 
Playing Handicap as 
notified in the Newsletter 
prior to the game. 
 
3. óHandicapperôs 
Discretionô will apply in 
extraordinary situations. 
 
Note:  The óPlaying 

Handicapô is the 
handicap that 
members will be 
required to use 
during their AUVGC 
games. 

 
Summary: Each player 
will use the óPlaying 
Handicapô as listed in 
latest Newsletter !!

CHOCOLATE COCONUT TORTE 
 
 8 egg whites pinch salt 
 2 cups caster sugar 2 cups desiccated coconut 
 6 tbsp sifted cocoa 1 tsp vanilla essence 

  
 Topping 
 Whipped cream & Berries of your choice 
 

 Preheat oven 180oC convection 

(160oC fan-forced) 

 Beat egg whites and salt.  Add 

caster sugar slowly a spoon at a 

time until combined (soft peaks will 

form).  DON’T GET ANY YOLK 

INTO MIXTURE OR IT WILL NOT 

WORK!!!  Add vanilla essence. 

 Turn beater off.  Combine coconut 

and cocoa and gently FOLD into 

mixture. 

 Pour mixture into baking dish.  It is 

a good idea to line with baking 

paper.  I used a 28cm round 

spring-form tin.  You can use 

smaller and halve the ingredients. 

 Bake for 40 minutes approx (I 

baked in fan-forced for 45 mins).  If 

after 40 mins it feels relatively firm, 

that should be enough. 

 Take out of pan and cool.  Slide off 

onto serving platter.  Peel off 

baking paper carefully.  When cool, 

cover with Glad Wrap and 

refrigerate. 

 When ready to serve, add whipped 
cream and your choice of drained 
berries on top.
