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In the early phase of the new handicap system, handicaps will jump around, some
dramatically. So, please ensure that you check your handicap immediately prior to the
AUVGC game.

For non-Golf Link members that means reading the latest edition of the Newsletter.

Summarising the major changes:

For the AUVGC the new handicapping system commenced in May. All players’
handicaps will be calculated using the new system.

The new system is based on averaging the player’s best scores.

The concept of CCR no longer exists.

Golf Link members must use their most current handicap in AUVGC games. If

they fail to do so they will be disqualified.

Non-Golf Link members will have their handicaps calculated by the
Handicapper. These will be listed in the Newsletter. Failure to use up-to-date
handicaps will mean disqualification.

Non-Golf Link members handicaps will take some time to ‘settle’.

The Handicapper can only work with official game cards.

Members require a minimum of 3 cards to translate to the new system. Members
who have not submitted the required number of cards will continue to play off their

previous AUVGC ‘Playing Handicap” (marked with a #).

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Recipe

Thai Meathalls with Peanut Sauce

Thai Meatballs Peanut Sauce

5009 topside mince 1 tablespoon red curry paste

Flour for coating 2 tablespoons crunchy peanut butter
QOil for frying 1 tablespoon brown sugar, well packed
2 tablespoons chopped fresh coriander 1 tablespoon lemon juice

1vacups coconut milk

1. Roll beef mince into small balls and coat lightly in flour. Deep or shallow-fry meatballs
until golden brown and cooked through. Drain on absorbent paper.

2. Peanut sauce: Drain off most of oil from pan leaving about 1 tablespoon. Add curry
paste and fry for 1 minute.

3. Add all other ingredients except coriander and bring to the boil. Add meatballs, lower
heat and simmer for 5 minutes or until sauce has thickened.

4. Sprinkle with coriander to serve.
